3. AZ and NM snag plot width in 2004 (post-treatment question): 50 or 20 m? Answer: 20 m.
4. Stratum verification (Table 2).

5. Discuss need to include nest tree or snag in first plot irregardless of its size. These are queried out in size class analyses. 
6. Enter nest tree data only once. Cross-reference in Bird_spp column and comments.
7. Excel dates! Please watch. Many are still coming in as a number and not a date and I can’t format them correctly. Correct examples: 8/21/2005 or 8/21/05.
